By Car From Bury town centre, follow signs for Bolton (A58). 
After crossing the river in 0.1 miles, turn right at lights sign-
posted Ainsworth (B6196). Go through a mini-roundabout and 
in 0.3 miles turn right into Elton Vale Road (signposted 
“Chantlers Primary School”). Continue into an un-made road 
and the Sports Club is on the left.  

There is ample parking at the club, and disabled access. 

By Tram/Bus From Bury Interchange, take the 98 bus and 
get off at Greenhill Rd, (about 0.3 miles after the mini-
roundabout.),then walk back down the main road for a few 
yards and the cross into Elton Vale Road (signposted 
“Chantlers Primary School”). Continue into an un-named road 
and the Sports Club is on the left. A bus leaves Bury Inter-
change for Elton at 0925 and are every 30 mins. A bus leaves 
Elton for Bury at 1818 and are every 30 mins.
