Leave M58 at junction 3. Follow A570 towards Southport. In half mile turn left at traffic lights (Stanley Gate Pub) onto A506 signposted Kirkby. After half a mile turn right onto Long Lane signposted Aughton and Formby. Follow Long Lane for 2-3 miles and on entering the built up area and 30 mph zone turn left at crossroads into Parrs Lane.
