Directions to St Joseph’s High School, Heywood.





Come off at junction 19 of the M62 and follow signs to Heywood (A6046). Carry on into Heywood centre (about 1.5 miles). Keep going until you come to the first proper set of traffic lights (Barclays bank will be on your left at these lights). Turn immediately left after the traffic lights into Hind Hill Street. Continue on this straight road for 500yds. The road will then veer 90 degrees to the right. DO NOT follow the main road right, instead turn 90 degrees to the left. 





After 50 yards you will come to a T-junction. Turn right onto Wilton Grove. After 200 yards you will come to a railway bridge. 


Go under the bridge and through the school gates.





The school drive immediately splits into two - all vehicles should take the right fork. Proceed for 50 yards and then turn immediately left onto the school playground.
