Who can enter: the congress is open to anyone aged under 16 on 31st August 2006. 

Prizes and Trophies: in addition to the prizes detailed below, there will be an individual Oldham Championship trophy for highest-placed girl and highest-placed boy in each of the following sections. All  entrants are eligible to compete for these trophies.

Oldham Under 16 Championship – 6 rounds

Rate of play: all moves in 30 minutes each

10.00 a.m. – 5.20 p.m. (approx.)

Prizes: First £100, Second £50, Third £25.

At the controller’s discretion and depending on the size of the entry, an age prize of £25 may be awarded in this section for the best score by an U14 and an U12.

Oldham Under 11 Championship – 6 rounds

Rate of play: all moves in 30 minutes each

10.00 a.m. – 5.20 p.m. (approx.)

Prizes: First £75, Second £50, Third £25.

At the controller’s discretion and depending on the size of the entry, an age prize of £25 may be awarded in this section for the best score by an U10.

Oldham Under 9 Championship – 7 rounds

Rate of play: all moves in 25 minutes each

10.00 a.m. – 5.20 p.m. (approx.)

Prizes: First £75, Second £50, Third £25.

At the controller’s discretion and depending on the size of the entry, an age prize of £25 may be awarded in this section for the best score by an U8.

School/club team prize: a special prize will be awarded to the team of four players from the same school or club with the highest combined score. Entries/team lists must be handed in to a controller before the start of round 2.

Sections: depending on the numbers entering, sections may be merged at the controllers’ discretion. In the U9s, where the players often do not use their full time allocation, an extra round or rounds may be fitted in if time permits; this will be decided and announced after round 6.




Pairing system: These are not knock-out events – all competitors should play all rounds. The pairings will made in accordance with the basic principles of the Swiss system, i.e. as far as possible, players are paired with an opponent on the same score and colours are alternated from round to round.

Half-point bye: a half-point bye may be taken in rounds 1 and/or 2, provided that this has been clearly requested on the entry form.

Withdrawals: any player wishing to withdraw from the tournament during the day should inform a controller.

Prize-giving: this will take place as soon as possible after the end of play, at approximately 5.20 pm. The organisers would be grateful for a good attendance at the prize-giving and for a prompt pick-up of the children. Any prize-winner unable to stay for the prize-giving must inform a controller.

Conduct: a high standard of behaviour is demanded from all the participants.

Playing Hall: please note – to maintain good playing conditions, during play, only the players and controllers are allowed in the playing hall.  

Responsibility: parents are responsible for the safety and supervision of their children.

Disputes: in the case of any dispute, the decision of the chief controller is final.
